COMMITMENT TO INTEGRITY

As I enter into an agreement to serve as a representative of Southern Nazarene University, I desire that my actions and attitudes be that of a Christ-follower and reflective of the kind of servant-leader Southern Nazarene University seeks to prepare.  Therefore, I agree to the following code of conduct:

· ​​​​I am seeking to be a man/woman of God.  I desire for my actions to reflect the highest standards of a minister for Him and choose to be under the spotlight that comes along with a position in SNU Crew-Remedy.

· ​​​​​I commit to uphold the standards and values of SNU (including policies of the Lifestyle Covenant and Student Handbook).  I commit to honor God with my conduct in all relationships, including choosing sexual purity, modesty and celibacy outside the marriage covenant and by choosing to abstain from the use of alcohol, tobacco and illegal drugs.  I commit to guard what I watch, read and listen to, knowing that I bear the fruit of what I consume.

· I recognize servanthood is a central part of choosing to participate in Remedy.  I understand that in many situations I must choose to put aside my personal desires in order to help those we will serve and also in respect to my team itself.

· I pledge my respect for the university leadership. I am willing to take full responsibility to be in charge of my attitude, making sure that if I have concerns, I will take initiative to resolve those issues in private and directly with the person involved.  My conversations, both personal and public, will be supportive of our team and the University.

· I commit to be mindful of the position of leadership held among my peers.  I will consider my impact on the moral and spiritual development of other students by evidencing good character and professional integrity; attending class and Chapel regularly; and upholding all community standards. I understand as a member of Remedy I am seen by all, including close friends, as being held to a higher accountability and standard than my peers.  

· I am committed to the musical excellence of our team.  I understand that this commitment will require preparation times beyond the initial training and I commit to a weekly rehearsal during the school year.

· I recognize that relational ministry is a top priority for being a part of a ministry team.  I pledge to building such relationships as a foundation of how God will use us and to move out from the circle of the group itself in order to spend time with those to whom we seek to minister (this includes, but is not limited to such things as meal times, game times, host family time, interactions before and after events, etc.)

· I am excited about being an official representative of SNU.  I recognize that this is a unique aspect of participation in a ministry team that is distinct from other worship leading situations.  I can share positively about my SNU experience and understand that sharing my story is a part of the ministry to which I am committing myself.

· I am committed to accountability within Remedy and to the University leadership.  Should another team member see something in my conduct and/or attitudes about which they have a concern, I welcome the communication of this concern.  I understand that I am accountable to the Remedy leadership for my conduct and my spiritual growth.

· If I am uneasy about something in another team member’s actions, I commit to prayerfully and lovingly express this concern to the person.  I understand that it is my responsibility to go to my teammate one on one rather than talking with others about it.  If a one-on-one conversation does not bring about resolution, I commit to talking about this with the Remedy Director.

· I am committed to growing my relationship with Christ and to the spiritual development of Remedy.  With this in mind, I commit to a weekly devotional time with the group (throughout the summer) and will set aside a weekly time during the school year for this purpose. 

Recognizing the importance of the faith that the university is putting in me as it’s representative, the fact that my actions have an impact on both the people that we serve as well as upon my team members, and as a reflection on the ministry of Jesus Christ, I have fully reviewed and desire to be held accountable to these commitments.  
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
