Purpose

· Remedy represents SNU at churches, retreats, and camps across the South Central Region.

· The primary focus is to interact and build relationships with the people of the South Central Region.  Our goal is to build awareness of SNU as the regional school through traveling teams.

Group Qualifications:

· Freshman – Seniors may apply (must be enrolled in classes during Fall 2012 semester) 
· Students must have a GPA of 2.5 or higher

· Participation in this group requires a high level of commitment and flexibility.

Requirements:

· Travel:  Eight to ten weeks during Summer.  And not more than 8 weekends of travel during Fall semester along with 3 Wednesday night services.  The schedule for travel will be provided at the beginning of semester, however, the schedule requires flexibility as churches and dates are subject to change beyond our control.  

· Training:  Time spent training with the Church Relations/Alumni and Admissions staffs as well as practice with the group and music coach will be held prior to Summer travel.  Training dates and details regarding schedule will be provided at a later date.  

· Weekly practice (during Fall semester):  Date and time to be arranged by Remedy music coach, Brandon Whiteside.  

· Group Devotions:  A time will be established for the group to meet on a regular basis during Summer travel and Fall semester.

· Group Responsibility:  Each member of the team will be responsible for a specific aspect of travel for the group.
· NSI:  Participation in Fall NSI - dates TBA

· Church Relations/Admissions Events:  Participation in recruitment related events such as Extravaganza, Naz Nite at Six Flags, College Days, Homecoming and other Church Relations, Alumni or Admissions related events

Compensation

· Scholarship amounts:  New members - $4,500; 2nd year returning members - $4,800; 
3rd year returning members $5,100. 

· Payment:  The amount is paid over 8 months and can be applied directly to the school bill.  The amount is taxable in accord with the Internal Revenue Service regulations and a W-2 form will be provided to the student.  

· Travel Expense:  Housing and meals are provided for each student while traveling.
